Episode 1: “The Dreamer’s Coat” (Pilot)
Length: ~2 minutes
Target audience: Kids & youth (8–14)
Genre: Inspirational animation, Bible-based, family-friendly

[OPENING SCENE – SUNRISE IN THE CITY OF HARANEH, A MODERN DESERT CITY]
NARRATOR (V.O.)
Long ago, in a sunlit city nestled between sand and sky...
lived a boy who dreamed more than he spoke.
[CUT TO: A YOUNG TEEN BOY, JO, age 14, wearing a simple school outfit, sketching in a notebook on a rooftop.]
NARRATOR (V.O.)
His name… was Jo.
And while other kids chased fame or fun…
Jo dreamed of the stars — and saw himself among them.
[We zoom into Jo's sketchpad — he’s drawn himself as a star floating above 11 smaller stars.]

[SCENE 2 – FAMILY LIVING ROOM, EVENING]
FATHER (YACOB) (laughing warmly)
Jo, come here, my boy! I’ve got something for you.
[Jo walks in, eyes wide as he sees a glowing, vibrant coat — animated in patchwork rainbow colors, futuristic fabric.]
JO (in awe)
Whoa… this is for me?
FATHER
You're special, Jo. Never stop dreaming.
[Brothers in background exchange bitter looks.]

[SCENE 3 – BROTHERS’ ROOM, NIGHT]
OLDER BROTHER (REUBEN)
He gets a custom coat and we get… nothing?
ANOTHER BROTHER (JUDAH)
He thinks he’s better than us. That dreamer needs a reality check.

[SCENE 4 – DESERT PATH, DAY]
NARRATOR (V.O.)
But the coat wasn’t just a gift.
It was a sign.
That what was on Jo… would one day come from him.
[Suddenly, the scene shifts as Jo walks alone to find his brothers. The desert ripples, turning into a dreamscape.]

[DREAM SEQUENCE – STARS BOWING TO A LARGER STAR]
JO (V.O.)
I saw it again…
The stars bowed.
I don’t know what it means yet…
But I will find out.

[BACK TO REALITY – BROTHERS APPROACHING JO IN THE DISTANCE]
NARRATOR (V.O.)
Every dreamer has a desert.
But it’s the dreamers who dare…
That change the world.

CHARACTER DESCRIPTIONS:
1. JO (Joseph)
· Age: 14
· Ethnicity: North African
· Style: Dreamy eyes, expressive face, wears a tech-enhanced, colorful "coat of many colors" in modern fabrics — iridescent patchwork with glowing seams.
· Personality: Kind, introspective, brave but soft-spoken.
2. YACOB (Father)
· Age: Late 40s
· Appearance: Bearded, kind-faced, simple desert-robe with a modern twist (e.g., woven with digital patterns)
· Personality: Wise, loving, protective.
3. REUBEN (Eldest Brother)
· Age: 19
· Style: Muscular, wears rugged desert clothing, has sharp eyebrows and a constant skeptical look.
· Personality: Feels responsible for the family, but harbors jealousy.
4. JUDAH (Second Eldest Brother)
· Age: 17
· Style: Witty and cunning, slightly leaner build, sly grin, wearing a desert scarf over one shoulder.
