Promo 
Length: ~3–3.5 minutes
Theme: The urgency of salvation. The reality of the rapture. The gospel to every man.

FADE IN:
INT. SHOPPING MALL – DAY
A lively, modern indoor shopping mall. Shoppers stroll, children play, ambient music echoes. In the middle of it all: a warm, well-decorated carpet store kiosk.
Ali (50s) stands with practiced ease, showing off vibrant rugs. His hands work smoothly — folding, unfolding — like a man who’s done this a thousand times.

INT. CARPET SHOP – CONTINUOUS
PASTOR JOHAN walks into frame — calm, collected, holding a small book. He approaches Ali with a familiar smile.
VOICEOVER – PASTOR JOHAN (V.O.)
"Ali was a friend. A businessman. A man of faith… but not the faith that saves. We’d done business for years. And each time I shared the gospel, he would smile, nod… and politely say no."

FLASHBACK – QUICK CUTS:
· Ali laughs, dismissing the message with a wave.
· Pastor Johan offers prayer, gently.
· Ali speaks with conviction, quoting the Quran with intensity.
· Pastor Johan leaves, heart stirred but burdened.

INT. MALL – DAY (PRESENT TIME)
Pastor Johan stands in front of Ali one last time. The crowd moves around them like time is standing still.
He places the book on the counter — Rhapsody of Realities.

CLOSE-UP – DIALOGUE
Pastor Johan (calm but urgent):
"Ali… keep this book. Don’t lose it. One day soon — six months, maybe three years — you won’t see me again. The rapture will have happened."
Ali looks up, caught off guard. Something about Johan’s tone lands deep.
Pastor Johan (gently):
"When it does... remember what I said. Run to this book. It will be your only saving grace."
Ali doesn’t reply. He just watches as Johan walks away.

INT. ALI'S HOME – NIGHT
Ali sits alone. The mall is closed. His hands rest on the unopened Rhapsody of Realities, sitting beside a cup of untouched tea.
A subtle sound in the sky — a rumble? A trumpet?
Ali jolts upright.
MONTAGE – THE RAPTURE
· Empty shoes outside a prayer room.
· Mothers scream as children vanish.
· Headlines flash: “GLOBAL EVENT”, “MILLIONS MISSING”.
· Ali runs through the mall, searching, heart pounding.
INT. CARPET SHOP – DAY (POST-RAPTURE)
The mall is eerily quiet. Ali staggers into his shop — disheveled, afraid.
He drops to his knees behind the counter, reaching into a drawer.
There it is — the Rhapsody of Realities.
He clutches it tight. His whole-body shakes.
INSERT FOOTAGE: PASTOR CHRIS
PASTOR CHRIS (preaching):
“We will preach the gospel from Jerusalem all the way around to Illyricum!”
PASTOR JOHAN (V.O.)
"The gospel has been preached. The warning was clear. And now... the time is gone."

FINAL SHOT – CLOSE-UP ON THE BOOK
Tears roll down Ali’s face.
He opens the Rhapsody. Light floods the screen.

TEXT ON SCREEN:
"When we are gone… what will you have left?"
Jesus is calling. He is the only way.
Choose Him. While there is still time.
END TITLE:
Rhapsody of Realities
Every Man. Every Nation. Every Soul.
